At 4:30 a.m. on July 6, a team of 13 members,
friends and family of our congregation will leave
our church parking lot in a minibus, headed to
O’Hare International Airport. At9 a.m. we’ll
board American Airlines flight 1077 and head to
Guatemala City where we’ll land at 12:44 p.m.
We’ll then travel 3-4 hours in another minivan
through the beautiful mountains of Guatemala,
until we arrive at our destination at the Mission
Guatemala River House, just outside the town of
Panajachel.

Our general activities over the next week will in-
clude: Sunday: an overview and history of Mis-
sion Guatemala, and a cultural activity (what we
do changes each time I’ve gone!). Monday to Fri-
day: Travel to worksite and work under the direc-
tion of our Guatemalan team leader and along
with a team of Guatemalans who are skilled and
helpful—generally doing construction of some
type. We return to the River House and eat sup-
per at 5 and in the evening, sometimes have
planned activities and sometimes just chill. Satur-
day 1s a non-work, planned group activity which
includes a boat ride half-way across Lake Atitlan
for a lovely breakfast at a beautiful inn. After eat-
